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Nishigo is named for its proximity to Shirakawa. Nishigo lies west of Shirakawa,

also known as the "castle town". "Nishi"means west and "go"means town,which combined together means the town west of Shirakawa. Nishigo's close proximity to Shirakawa brings
many historical places to the town.

Places such as shrines and Buddhist temples can be seen in many places within and near the town. there is a tradition to be seen and felt here left by the ancestors of Nishigo and
Shirakawa. It's a taradition the people feel is their duty to carry on as the successors of that deep culture.
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
