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The Kanayama River and the Daiku River are tributaries of the Sesenagi River.
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The Sesenagl R_IVCI‘ joins the N1ppash1 River in the Yugawa-village.
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The south side of the Kawahigashi-town borders the Aizu-wakamatsu-city.
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The eastern part of the Kawahigashi-town is across the Nippashi River from the Inawashiro-
town.

The Kawahigashi-town covers an area of 40 square kilometers.
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The population of the Kawahigashi-town is about 10,000.
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There are few mountains and forests in the Kawahigashi-town.

There are 3 stations in the Kawahigashi town.
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There are the Higashi-Nagahara Station and the Hirota Station between the Aizu-Wakamatsu

Station and the Koriyama Station on the Ban-etsu Saisen Line.
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The Dojima Station is between the Aizu-Wakamatsu Station and the Kitakata Station on the
Ban-etsu Saisen Line.
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The Ban-etsu Saisen Line runs from the Koriyama Station to the Niigata Station.
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There are the Aizu-Wakamatsu Station and the Kitakata Station between the Koriyama Station
and the Niigata Station.
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It is unusual for there to be 3 stations in 1 town.
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
