2.The Geography of Kawahigashi
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There are 2 big highways in the Kawahigashi-town.
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Route 49 runs through from east to west in the Kawahigashi-town.
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Route 118 runs through from south to north in the Kawahigashi-town.
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There is a highway in the Kawahigashi-town.
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There is an exit, the Bandai Kawahigashi Highway Exit, in the Kawahigashi-town.
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Local people were charged with the Bandai Kawahigashi Highway Exit.
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The Kawahigashi-town is a rectangular town lying between the Nippashi River and the
Sesenagi River.
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The area of the Kawahigashi-town from east to west is 12 kilometers, and from north to south is
8 kilometers.
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The highest place in Kawahlgashl-town is 596 meters near Kowashimizu.
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The lowest place in the Kawah1gash1 town is 180 meters near Otsubo.
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The geography of the Kawahigashi-town begins with an elevated eastern part which slopes
down to the western part that lies in the Aizu basin.
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
