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The Stone Age was between 35,000 and 12,000 years ago.
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In the Stone Age, the tools made from stone were used.
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The Jomon Period was between 12,000 and 2,400 years ago.
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The earthen vessels were used in the Jomon Period.
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Clay pieces made in the Jomon Period have a straw-rope pattern.
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The word “Jomon” refers to a straw-rope pattern.
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The eathen vesseles of the Jomon Period are characterized by their bold expression.
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People caught animals and fish to eat in the Jomon Period.
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People ate seeds and mountain vegetables in the Jomon Period.
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There are many sites of the Jomon Period in the Tohoku District.
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People ate the abundant salmons that swam upstream around the Tohoku District in fall.
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There are many sites from the Jomon Period around the Aizu area.
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There are many sites from the Jomon Period around the plateau along the river.
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The land around the foot of mountains was full of sunshine in the Jomon Period.
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There was a good land, where was a hill, and the full of sunshine along the river in the Jomon
Period.
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There are many sites of the Jomon Period in the eastern part of the Hatta area.
