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Suddenly, Yoshitsune had to leave Minazuru and go to the Oshu region in order to escape from the
attack lead by his enemy, Kiyomori Taira.
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Minazuru was deeply saddened by the departure of Yoshitsune, and decided to follow him.
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The strenuous 40 day journey to find Yoshitsune exhausted Minazuru completely.
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She was able to recover from the illness with the help of the caring and giving people of Fujikura.
Her appearance, however, had completely changed after many days of suffering. One day Minazuru
happened to see her reflection on the surface of the Nanba Pond. She was so tormented to see the
change that she threw herself into the pond and drowned herself. Finally, she found herself gravely ill
in the Fujlkura-town Kawahlgashl
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People built a gravestone for Minazuru in a field with a view of Mt.Bandai to the north and it was a
tangible people culture property in Kawahigashi.
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It is said that it will become a good match if you visit there.
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The gravesite is now an officially desagnated as a folk heritage site where we hold summer festivals in
which we pick Mr. Yoshitsune and Miss.Minazuru. Our students also perform an original play, “The
Princess Minazuru”
