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Every one of them is an important piece of the Kawahigashi history.

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An earthen vessel believed to be 6,000 years old and was found here. It is amazing to see that
habitation began so early.
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Princess Minazuru, born in Kyoto at the end of the Heian Period (794 to 1192) , fell in love with a
nobleman named Yoshitsune Minamoto. Unfortunately, Yoshitsune had to flee to the north to escape
from his enemy.
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Minazuru, who decided to follow Yoshitsune and fell gravely ill during her long journey, did not
survive to see him again.
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[Lﬁ“#ﬂ!’.iﬁi] Shrine of Jizo (Guardlan Deity of Chlldren) at The Enmeiji Temple
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The shrine is believed that it has been built in 807. Although it is a one-story building, the shape of
the roof makes it appear as if it has two stories.
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[I\ﬁ#lﬁl%ﬁi] Amida (Amitabha) Hall at The Hachiyouji Temple
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Kuuya, a Buddhist priest, is said to have founded this temple in 964.
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The existing building was built at the end of the sixteenth century. It has a thatched roof.
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Starting from Edo (present Tokyo) , milestones were marked at every ichiri (approximately 4
kilometers) .
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These traces remind people of the old roads.
