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We use 2 snowballs, 1 big and 1 small, to make a snowman.
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We use charcoal for the eyes and a nose.
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We can make snowmen that are 1.5 meters tall.
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We enjoy snowball fights dividing into 2 groups, although it sometimes hurts to be hit by a snowball.

Snowballs are broken when they are hit.
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There is a low hill to one side of the school ground where children ski and sled when it snows a lot.
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There are special ski lessons in January and February.
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All of the students go to a ski resort once a year and enjoy skiing on the long slopes.
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Many families go to ski resorts during winter vacation.
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People keep warm by using a kotatsu.
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A kotatsu is a low table with a quilt over it. People used to use charcoal under the kotatsu, but today

an electric heater is attached to the underside of the table. People put their legs under the quilt and sit
there while watching TV, eating snacks and tangerines, and playing games.
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Another heater is used to keep rooms warm.
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When it snows a lot, we have to do yukikatashi (removing snow from the road) and yukioroshi
(removing snow from the roof)
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If we do not, we can't walk on the street because there is too much snow and the roofs of our houses

mlght collapse under the weight of the snow.
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Snowplows are used to remove the snow from the road.
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There are blizzards once or twice a year, where there are strong winds and a lot of snow.
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It sometimes keeps snowing 3 or 4 days in a row, and accumulates about a meter high.
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It is dangerous for students to walk to and from school in a blizzard, so sometimes school is

cancelled or it ends early.
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
