I About the Kawahigashi-Town
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At that time, the whole country was thrown into confusion, so the Jodo sect faith spread around and
Kuya, a famous Buddhlst priest, was actlve
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On the other side, as a symbol of belief in Kumano and Hachiman, it is told that warriors had built
the Kumano hall at the Kumano shrine and the Hachiman shrine in Owada.
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When the warrior age, which continued for a long time, came to the end, Japan started constructing
the country enthusiastically.
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At that time, though the Kawahigashi-town was called as Yodagumi, it consisted of small villages
(57 villages) . '
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Merging such small villages was the first step for making a new country.
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Then the village consisting of 57 existed until 1889 became 2 longer villages of the Nippashi-village
and the Dojima-village after merging.
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After that, the 2 longer-village-age continued for 80 years until the change of the Kawahigashi-village.
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The Nippashi-village and the Dojima-village merged on April 1, 1957, and the Kawahigashi-village

was born.
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When the old Nippashi-village office was a government office, the Kawahigashi-village started.
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Then, repairing water supply and building public housing developed.
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The populations of the moment of merged 2 villages were 5,793 (men), 6,230 (women), and the

number of houses was 2,001.
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Change from the Kawahigash- Vlllage to the Kawahigashi-Town
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When the Kawahigashi-village changed to the Kawahigashi-town, the town became the fifty-second
town in Fukushima prefecture.
