3. T LEA Geography and Climate

(1) TiDRF Geography N
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Kawahigashi is located on the east of the central Aizu basin, and has a slim, long shape.
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It has a special characteristic of lowering towards the west ward and increasing high towards the east
ward.
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It has a higher altitude (highest point: 524 meters above sea level) to the east of the hill area, and a
lower altitude (lowest point 180 meters above sea level) to the west rice fileds.
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The size of the town is approximately 12 kilometers wide from the east to the west, and
approximately 8 kilometers long from the north to the south. It covers an area of approximately 39.56
square kilometers.
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4 large rivers flow through the town: the Nippashi River, the Daiku River, the Kanayama River, and
the Sesenagi Rlver
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The Nippashi River flows through the eastern and the northern parts of the town, and borders
between the Inawashiro-town and the Shiokawa-town.
