I About the Kawahigashi-Town

Shiokawa-town and the Bandai-town to the north, the Yugawa-village to the west.
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In Fukushima, climate varies widely in Hama-dori, Naka-dori and Aizu.
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The characteristic of the climate in Kawahigashi is that it has a large amount of snow and short
daytimes during winter, especially from December to March, snows about one-third a year. We also
have lots of rain during the months of July and August.
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In winter, the wind blows from the northwest and in summer it blows from the southeast, so it
becomes the opposite direction.
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About half (45%) of the area in the town consists of rice fields and other crops .
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The rice paddies share almost all of it.
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Kawahigashi is popular in making rice.
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Mountains and forests occupy 24% of the land, and residential areas occupy 6%.
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And golf courses occupy 10% of the area in the town.
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There has been an increase of 300 hectares in the last 30 years.
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The population of the town topped at 12,000 in 1955, but declining year after year and bottomed in
1975, but it is growing steadily every year.
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As much as 60% of the people in Kawahigashi was involved in agriculture at one time in 1965, but the
number has dropped to 18% in 1995.
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
