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There were many roads in the Kawahigashi town.
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The roads lead us to the Kitakata-city and the Aizu-Bange-town. This road was similar to the road in
Ichirizuka, Hattano. There was an important road that reached Tokyo by the way of the Bandai-town

and Inawashiro-town.
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About 100 years ago, in 1899, the railroad opened between Koriyama and Aizu-Wakamatsu. The
Hirota Station was constructed in July 1899. People were delighted.
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They were happy with the new road because they persistently asked the government to build it for 12
years.
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In 1904, the rallroad opened between Aizu-Wakamatsu and Kitakata.
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However, it took 30 years to make the Dojima Station at its present place.
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In 1940, the Higashi- Nagahara Station was aiso constructed.
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Construction to replace the Banetsu Saisen line steam locomotive with an electric train was
completed. It stared working from July 1st, 1967.
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The new train that was cream and pink began operating on July 1st.
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It used to take more than 2 hours to get to Koriyama. However, with the electric train in operation,
the ride was cut to only 1 hour.
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Route 49 (the Takizawa by-pass Route 49) was an important road which connected Taira in Iwaki to
Niigata by the way of Koriyama and Aizu-Wakamatsu.
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However, through the Takizawa Mountain Pass located between Kowashimizu and Aizu-Wakamatsu,

the route had a steep slope with many curves.
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
