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They take an active part in defending townspeople’s lives and property, and reducing damage.
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Most of the ﬁre fighting party's members are office workers.
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They rush to the scene when they receive the report of a fire from the fire station, and do the

extinction activity in cooperation with the people in the fire statlon
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When we have a flood, or the road breaks because of a typhoon etc., and there is a disaster caused by
the snow, they rush to the scene to do the rescue work.
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Moreover, they do an extinction training for such disasters.
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There is a boy's fire fighting club in the Kawahigashi-town, and there is a children’s fire fighting club

also in the kindergarten.
