Moreover, the lord complemented Kuranosuke's achievement and Kuranosuke's family was allowed
to have “Hatta”, which was the name of the village, as their family name.
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Thisis “Hattano weir”.
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Afterwards, it was carved several times more to extend it to the Keizan-village in Wakamatsu, where
the castle is.
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It became a big weir that poured into the Yukawa River and its name was changed into “Tonokuchi
weir.
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To make this irrigation canal better from it the repair work was variously done.
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In addition, using this water, the Tonokuchi first power plant was constructed in 1912 (the 45th year
of Meiji era), the second power plant in 1919 (the 8th year of the Taisho era), the third power plant in
1926 (the 15th year of the Taisho era).
