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Location and Geography

Iwaki City is located in southeastern corner of Fukushima
Prefecture, adjoining Ibaraki Prefecture to the south. In the east, the
city faces the Pacific Ocean and enjoys a temperate climate all year
round. With an area of 1,231.13kdf, Iwaki has the largest area of any
city in Japan.

In the western part of Iwaki stand the Abukuma Highlands ranging
in height from 500m to 700m. From here the land gradually
descends to the eastern plains, where the Natsuigawa River, the
Samegawa River and other rivers flow into the Pacific Ocean.
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
