Since long ago, the name of the Iwaki area has been written with
three different sets of Chinese characters, all pronounced Iwaki. In order
to avoid confusion, the name of Iwaki today is written in hiragana, the
Japanese syllabic alphabet. The hiragana name Iwaki is found in Japan's
first code of laws, the 17 Article Constitution written by Prince Shotoku
in 604 and is used to mean "harmony". Thus, the hiragana version was
chosen to symbolize the unity of the citizens of Iwaki.
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
